        I am a very happy 

camper now that the 

election is over.  Not 

thrilled with any of the 

choices as I didnõt care 

for either of the candi-

dates.  Iõm happy be-

cause I couldnõt stand 

the negativity, the mean

-spirited commercials, 

and the vitriol. Unfortunately, whatõs showing up 

on Facebook is just as bad.  I guess under the 

guise of òanonymityó or not having to say things 

òface to faceó, people have been mean and out-

right hateful. Itõs not how I choose to live my life. 

 

I have friends and Iõve heard people say that (for 

either candidate) if their candidate did not win, 

theyõd leave the country.  This is sad, but to my 

friends, Iõd like to make a suggestion as to where 

to move.  I might as well get something out of it. 

Personally, I prefer that they donõt go to Mexico or 

Canada because Iõve already visited those coun-

tries several times.  Iõd like them to move to coun-

tries I have not yet had the pleasure of visiting.  A 

perfect excuse to take a nice vacation.  So, to my 

friends that said theyõd move, here are my sug-

gestions; Italy, Tahiti, Greece, Australia, Capri, 

Malta, Bora Bora. I have no idea if they are good 

places for Americans to relocate, but Iõd certainly 

visit if a friend moved there.  

 

Iõm not leaving the country.  My mother, may she 

rest in peace, was Yemenite.
