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The Time Has Comeé 

At the end of our Torah, in the Book of Deu-

teronomy, Moses speaks to the People of 

Israel before he ascends Mount Nebo and 

they enter the Land of Canaan.  It is the for-

tieth year of their travels from Egypt and 

Moses is speaking to a generation who was either born in the 

wilderness or were young children when they left Egypt. Deuter-

onomy begins by reviewing the experience he had leading the 

People of Israel and ends with his blessings for the people, 

whom he led for 40 years. 

 

I have been thinking about this final message, as my tenure at 

the East Brunswick Jewish Center is about to come to an end.  

This is my final Recorder article and the last time I will address 

the entire community and I would like to take this opportunity to 

reflect on my years at EBJC.  

 

In the November Recorder I wrote that the òdecision of the 

Board of Directors left me sad, shocked and disappointed.ó The 

feeling of shock has dissipated, but I am still disappointed and 

dismayed by the decision of the Board of Directors and short 

sightedness of the Long Range Strategic Planning Committee.  

Still, as I prepare to depart, I choose to see all the good that we 

were able to accomplish at EBJC. 

 

Before I came to EBJC, Robert Lipson, the incoming President of 

EBJC, urged me to look at the then recently completed Federa-

tion study of the Middlesex County Jewish community.  The pic-

ture painted was a sober look at an aging and shrinking Jewish 

population.  The portrayal of demographics for the Jewish com-

munity of Middlesex County, let alone East Brunswick, was not 

optimistic.  I told him I had seen the report, but I believed that 

even in a shrinking community, we could do wonderful things to 

move EBJC forward. 

 

When I came to EBJC, I was greeted on my first Shabbat with the 

words, òwe are a traditional synagogue.ó I am not sure what 

those words meant, other than indicating that this was not an 

egalitarian synagogue.  But there was a new egalitarian minyan 

that was just starting to meet monthly in the Beit Midrash.  It 

was a step child of the synagogue but it was here.  I was given 

the mandate to strengthen the egalitarian service and ensure 

that it does not disappear.   Over the past few years, the egali-

tarian service has become a major part of EBJC.  About two 

years ago, at a Board of Directors meeting, I was asked what is 

EBJC and I answered a òpluralistic synagogueó. Over the past 

year and a half this has become the way EBJC describes itself.   

 

It is remarkable to see how EBJC has evolved in my six years.  

EBJC now regularly holds two services, egalitarian and tradition-

al, coexisting side by side. This year, for the first time ever at 

EBJC, we had an egalitarian service on Rosh Hashanah and Yom 

Kippur, in addition to our traditional service. Monthly, the egali-

tarian service meets in the Beit Midrash while the traditional 

service meets in the sanctuary. At times, for special occasions, 

the egalitarian service meets in the Sanctuary, while the tradi-

tional service meets in the Beit Midrash.  During my tenure at 

EBJC, we have seen egalitarian bõnai mitzvah, auf rufs and baby 

namings held in our sanctuary on Shabbat mornings while our 

traditional minyan met in the Beit Midrash.   Just a few weeks 

ago, for the third time, our Sisterhood led egalitarian Shabbat 

Services in the Main Sanctuary, while our traditional minyan met 

for a beautiful service in the Beit Midrash.  I am so gratified to 

see EBJC transforming under my rabbinic leadership into a plu-

ralistic synagogue of one community with two services. 

 

This year we have seen the culmination of two years of planning 

with the transformation of our Hebrew school into Kesher 

@EBJC.  Julie Schwarzwald and I have worked together to create 

a new and vibrant learning program for our youth.  Under Julieõs 

leadership, our new program has been implemented and our 

classrooms have been transformed into Kesher rooms, creating 

an inviting learning environment.  During Kesher hours, we can 

see our youth engaged in Jewish learning.   

 

For the past two years, the EBJC Board of Directors has contem-

plated closing the Nursery school.  Last year it almost closed, 

but I was able to bring a new vision of our nursery school to 

EBJC that kept our doors open for our youngest children. Each 

morning, I see our children in our Center for Early Learning, our 

new collaborative program with the Yeshiva of the Jersey Shore, 

playing inside our classrooms and in the playground.  Under the 

guidance of Lynda Perel, there continues to be many young chil-

dren running around EBJC every day.  It is a wonderful sight to 

see. 

 

As I wrote in November, òI am very proud of my stewardship of 

EBJC.  I had begun to make changes while keeping the congre-

gation together. Over the past five years I have met some won-

derful people and I look forward to the next few months. In the 

years we have been together, my focus has been on the wellbe-

ing and the future of EBJC.  Now our paths will separate.ó  That 

time has now come. 

 

I have much to look back on and much to look forward to.  This 

summer, my family and I will be moving to Rockland County, 

New York, where I will begin serving as the Rabbi of the Monte-

bello Jewish Center.  My address will change, but my email and 

cell phone will remain the same. As I look forward to joining my 

new community, I will never forget the many people at EBJC that 

were a part of our lives.   

 

Mosesõ final words to the People of Israel are blessings. Follow-

ing Mosesõ example, I would like to offer a blessing to EBJC, as I 

depart the community,  May you strive to be a light to the East 

Brunswick community and may God illumine your path.

As we come to an end 

of this fiscal year, I 

thought Iõd share 

some of my thoughts 

with you.  Iõve worked 

at 3 different Syna-

gogueõs in my 

òSynagogue Careeró 

and belong to NAASE 

which is the North 

American Association 

of Synagogue Executives.  Over the years, Iõve 

learned that our problems and our issues are not 

unique, the grass is definitely not greener and if 

change is desired, it must come from within with 

mutual respect and understanding. 

 

Every time I think that no one could be going 

through what weõre going through, I send out a mes-

sage to the NAASE List Serve only to find out that 

there are many that have or are going through the 

same problems and issues.  Synagogues periodical-

ly look for a new Rabbi under many different cir-

cumstances.  Synagogues struggle with budgets, 

financial issues, people in arrears, changes in de-

mographics and shrinking congregations.  We are 

not unique. 

 

However, do you want to know how we are unique?  

We are unique because of the amount of people 

that come to regular Shabbat services.  For a Syna-

gogue with a bit over 400 members, to average 100 

ð 150 regular attendees, is indeed unusual and 

unique.  We have a Synagogue of worshipers. This 

is unique and wonderful. 

 

A common (or possibly uncommon to you) phrase 

amongst us executives, is that it takes three types 

of people to help a Synagogue thriveé the Daven-

ers, The Donators, and the Doers.  All are equally 

important.  A Synagogue cannot survive with only 2 

of the three, let alone one of the three. 

 

Realistically, we do have all three, but there is cer-

tainly room for improvement. We have members 

who have been extremely generous to EBJC through 

their donations.  Without them, we would not have 

survived.  Through hard times and good times, 

these people come through with their hands in their 

pockets asking òhow much do you need?ó  Can we 

use more of these wonderful people in our member-

ship?  Absolutely!  However, things would be so 

much better if members just paid their dues.  We 

have approximately 25 families that have not paid 

their dues for this fiscal year and some of them go 

back to last fiscal year.  Itõs not that they donõt in-

tend to pay (although this may be true for some)é

itõs just that weõre not a priority.  So we suffer 

through lean times.  This means vendors donõt get 

paid.  This means utilities donõt get paid and this 

means that sometimes we canõt make payroll. 

 

We have our doers too!  Wonderful, talented people 

who donate their time, energy and talents to every 

program, event and holiday for EBJC.  Without them, 

we would not survive.  They plan, create, decorate, 

invent, apply, and work towards making EBJC the 

place to go for a fun, interesting and educational 

time.  Can we use more of these doers?  Absolutely!  

We need help with marketing and advertising.  We 

need people to be Indians and chiefs!  Donõt want 

to lead?  Then serve on a committee!  Do you like to 

lead?  Then be a committee chair!  We are planning 

many events next year that we will need help with.  

We will make the Mahjong Tournament an annual 

event, weõre planning on a Scholar-in-residence pro-

gram, our Founders Gala, our new Hazak program 

could use a volunteer or two, and I can go on and 

on. Everyone is busy. Everyone works and has re-

sponsibilities within the home.  It is understood.  

But if EBJC has helped you in the past, if EBJC has 

reduced your dues to make it affordable for you to 

be a member, if EBJC has reduced tuition for youé

perhaps you can òpay it forwardó and give EBJC 

your time.  Just a thought.

Well, this is my last Recorder article as Menõs Club 
president.
